Legislative Repor t

The 2011 Legislative session has
brought the introduction of new bills
that could affect the lakes should they
become law.  One such bill, H.0020,
an act relating to providing that the
public trust doctrine as applied to
rivers and streams be extended to 
the 10-year high-water mark is an 
example.  The LDFLA Board voted
unanimously at the Feb. 9, meeting to
oppose the bill due to concerns of
Sucker Brook being affected and the
potential of establishing a precedent
that could grow to include the lake
shores.  Some additional bills that have
been introduced include: H.0035, and
S.0025 that are acts relating to the use
of pesticides in proximity to water and
in utility rights-of-way, H.0139 an act
relating to noise levels of motorboats,
H.0163, an act relating to annual 
fishing tournament fees, H0212, an act 
relating to the use of lead sinkers,
H.0213 an act relating to the use and
transport of baitfish.   The text of 
these bills as introduced and their 
current status may be found at
www.leg.state.vt.us under the ÒLegisla-
tive ResearchÓ tab. Staying informed,
and contacting our Vermont Legisla-
tors in Addison County or elsewhere in
the State with your opinions, helps en-
sure your future enjoyment of the
lakes.  

With spring approaching the
building season will soon be in full
swing.  I f you are planning any build-

ing or renovation projects you should
contact your townÕs Zoning Adminis-
trator to determine what permits may
be required.   In Leicester, the Zoning
Administrator is Kate Briggs.

Safety on the Lakes

Be a safe boater ! Take the 
online boating safety course found
under the Water Safety tab on our
www.ldfla.com website.  Alternatively,
go to www.boat-ed.com where you will
find both a boating safety course and
the official Handbook of Vermont
Boating Laws and Responsibilities.
Certification costs $29.95.  I t is re-
quired for all those born after Jan 1,
1974 who plan to operate power water-
craft on Vermont waterways. Details of
Boating Safety classes offered locally
will be posted on our website under
Water Safety as and when they are
scheduled.  Printable boating safety
highlights are also found under our
www.ldfla.com Water Safety tab.  We
suggest you post them in your camp or
on your dock for renters and guests.

REM I NDER: Be sure your 911
house number is posted on your house.
Numbers on mailboxes or trees are not
enough.   In case of emergency, the
rescue  squad needs to be able to find
your house quickly.

250th Town Celebrations

In 1741 New Hampshire became a
British province.  The first royal Gov-
ernor was Benning Wentworth. About
eight years after his appointment as
royal Governor, Wentworth, in pur-
suance of the policy of subduing the
wilderness, made his first land grant
within the present limits of Vermont
on Jan. 11, 1749. Between 1749 and
1764, Governor Wentworth issued 129
township charters.  Over half of these
charters were issued in 1761 when the
Governor began vigorously granting
lands west of the Connecticut River
and that year he charted 63 new 
townships.  The list of these new town-
ships in 1761 includes the towns of
Leicester and Salisbury in present-day
Vermont.  

In 1764 King George I I I  issued an
Order-In-Council declaring the Con-
necticut River as the boundary
between New York and New Hamp-
shire.  The order sustained the New
York contention that the New York
province included all of the present
State of Vermont. Therefore, the Order
led to disputes between New York and
the people within the areas that had
received the Wentworth Grants as to
the validity of the Grants.  Residents
defended against the New York claims
and eventually the matter was settled
when the ÒYorkersÓ ceased their claim
on the Grants.

250 years later  Salisbury
and Leicester  are prepar ing to
celebrate the char ter ing of their

townships.  Many exciting
events are being planned for

the celebrations. 
Lei cester will have several town

celebrations beginning July 23rd and
running to October 23rd.  A town wide
picnic is planned for July 23rd on the
Village Green, this will be the kick-off
to the celebration and will be followed
by other exciting events including a
boat parade in July, and a fall Corn
Maze at Fox Croft Farm designed to
honor LeicesterÕs past.  Other events
and theme activities are being planned
to involve all members of the commu-
nity.  Volunteers are needed and any-
one interested in volunteering or
seeking additional information may
call Diane Benware at 802-247-3786.

Sal i sbur y begins its celebration
entitled  ÒMeadows, Mountains and
MemoriesÓ on July 16 with a ÒSalis-
bury RevealedÓ day.  There will be
open houses at the fish hatchery, egg
farm, town hall, church, cemeteries,
village dams and mills, and a black-
smith demonstration.   The official
250th weekend is July 30-31.  Events
include a parade signaled by a real
cannon, boat parade, an arts and crafts
show/ sale, a Òsuper Ò raffle (only 250
tickets available), chicken barbeque
and a Saturday night hoe-down of
dancing and music.  There will be 
specialraffles, commemorative 
T-shirts, historic Salisbury photos for
sale, a writing contest and a town wide 
scavenger hunt.

Milfoil Repor t by Allen Wilson 

Happy spring to all and I  hope you
had a great winter. We have been busy
through the fall and winter reporting
the results of the 2010 season to the
state and towns and preparing for the
2011 season. The Milfoil control pro-
gram budget for 2011 is $87,960 in-
cluding the value of our volunteer
efforts. We receive ongoing support
from our membership, the State of
Vermont, the residents of the towns of
Leicester and Salisbury, many addi-
tional water volunteers and businesses
that donate services. I  would like to
thank everyone for their continued
support that puts us in a position to
implement new more efficient tech-
niques to battle the Eurasian milfoil.

The 2010 season was very chal-
lenging and I  am sure that most of you
have heard that a record number of
plants were pulled from Lake Dun-
more and Fern Lake.  We employed
the use of suction harvesters last year
to assist us with the extraction of mil-
foil in both of our lakes. Without the
help of these two subcontractors and

their equipment we would never have
reduced the plant infestation to man-
ageable levels.  Based on the efficiency
of the suction harvester equipment we
will be building our own machine this
year. A suction harvester works off of a
pontoon boat and acts like a giant vac-
uum. We will continue to send divers
to hand pull the plants, but instead of
placing the plants in a bag, they are fed

into a three inch hose and sucked to a
separation station on the pontoon
boat. Our goal is to have our harvester
ready for operation by late May. The
use of the harvester will still require
site specific permits from the state but
once those permits are received we can
start immediately.

Our crew, led by veteran Joe Carr,
will be starting on the water in mid-
May. The first initiative will be to sur-
vey early plant growth in both lakes
and prepare a plan of attack. Heavy
growth areas will be identified for suc-
tion harvesting and site specific per-
mits will be prepared and submitted to
the state. Scuba diving and hand
pulling will start upon the completion
of the surveying and suction harvest-
ing will start as soon as the permits are
received from the state. We hope this
will put us out in front of the plants
this year as compared to last year.  One
of our most significant problems in
2010 was the availability of the suction
harvester subcontractors due to their
prior commitments. In one instance
we had to wait 5 weeks after we re-
ceived the site specific permit to get
the suction harvester contractor to
work on our lakes. The suction har-
vester is not the Òend allÓ, but it will
certainly go a long way in helping us
keep Eurasion Milfoil to manageable
levels.

Another initiative we will under-
take this season is the implementation
of a boat access greeter and invasive
species educational program. The pro-
gram will have three main compo-
nents. The first will be complimentary
courtesy inspections of boats and trail-
ers designed to prevent the introduc-
tion of new invasive species to our
lakes. The second will be distribution
of invasive species educational infor-
mation to lake residents and users and
the third will be working with the state
to upgrade and maintain the current
boat access kiosks and post invasive
species information on the kiosks.

The funding for this initiative will
come from a grant from the Lake
Champlain Basin Program. We applied
for this grant in the fall and have re-
ceived preliminary approval. Once we
receive final approval in early spring
we will be hiring a crew to help us im-
plement the three facets of this pro-
gram.
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Financial Corner

First, the good news is the 2010 fi-
nances closed satisfactorily.  Although
we devoted an ÒextraÓ $10,000 over
our original plan for milfoil control, 
we closed the year with income of
$68,964 and operating expenses of
$69,516.  Pretty close to ÒbreakevenÓ.
We also purchased a pontoon boat at a
cost of approximately $4000.  My spe-
cial thanks to those who participated
in fund raisers and/ or offered dona-
tions to the cause as they really helped
cover the unanticipated expenses.

Second, for 2011, we are planning
for another ÒbreakevenÓ year plus
some asset acquisitions for milfoil suc-
tion harvester equipment.  Income is
planned at $72,075 and expenses are
planned at $71,940.  Milfoil control,
including the new proposed Greeter
Program is 87 percent of this budget.
Implementation of the Greeter Pro-
gram ($11,350) is dependent on 
receipt of a grant from the Lake Cham-
plain Basin Program.  

This time of year we have an ele-
ment of uncertainty as the amount of
the State milfoil control grant is 
unknown.  We have planned for a
slight reduction from last year Ð and
hope to be pleasantly surprised!  On
the expense side, the construction of
our own suction harvester equipment
will help contain current and future
operating expenses.  The creativity and
energy of our local Òdo-it-yourself-ersÓ
for this project is a great money saver. 
In addition, our thanks go to the 
residents of Leicester and Salisbury for
their continued support of our pro-
grams to the tune of $7225 each (same
as last year).  

Third, really good news came in
March with the IRS approving our ap-
plication to be treated as a 501(c)3
public charity.  This has several bene-
fits.  Your donations and, in my non-
professional opinion, your dues are
now tax deductible.  In addition, we
are better positioned to compete for
other grant monies, which often 
require a 501(c)3 status, and to further
diversify our income sources.

Thank you for your support
through the past year.  Another year is
coming Ð please encourage your 
neighbors to join and participate in the
association.  And remember your 

donations and participation in fund
raisers like the Dunmore Dip, Silent
Auction and merchandise sales 
continue to be important to our finan-
cial success.

Emergency Access 
and 911 Addressing

Some things are impossible to pre-
dict. But by planning ahead you can be
certain that if you, or your neighbors,
have an emergency you will be pre-
pared to allow emergency vehicles to
reach you.  Remember emergency
services canÕt help you if they canÕt get
to you.  

Most of our lake roads are private
roads, and as such the property own-
ers, and not the Towns are responsible
for maintaining the roads in a manner
that will allow emergency accessibility.
I f you are uncertain whether your road
is emergency accessible you can refer
to the State of Vermont Department of
Public Safety, Division of Fire SafetyÕs
web site at www.vtfiresafety.org.  Look
under the ÒCode Information SheetsÓ
tab for the ÒFire Department Access
RoadsÓ sections.  The code calls for
Fire Department access roads to have
an unobstructed width of not less than
20 feet and an unobstructed vertical
clearance of not less than 13 feet, 6
inches.  Vertical clearance may be per-
mitted to be reduced or increased with
certain provisions, signage and ap-
proval.  There are also requirements
relative to surface, and grade of access
roads, and these are also explained on
the ÒCode Information SheetÓ.   I f you
have further questions you may also
contact the Salisbury, or if in Leicester,
the Brandon Fire Department for their
recommendations.  

I t is very important, to all manner
of emergency service providers, that
your 911 address be visible on your
property.   I t has also been recom-
mended that on our long, winding lake
roads, we put signs directing to our
properties and that these signs be visi-
ble in the headlights of emergency ve-
hicles.  I f you are uncertain of your 911
number you can contact your Town
Clerk, call the StateÕs Enhanced 911
Board at 802-828-4911 or use the
www.e911.vermont.gov website.

BLSG Mosquito 
Control Distr ict Repor t

The mosquitoes may be quietly

Òwintering overÓ under all the snow
but the Control District has been busy.
In preparation for the season ahead,
short and long term planning have
been taking place. A survey of equip-
ment indicated the need to replace two
of the pick up trucks used in adulticide
spraying. A Ô96 small Dodge 4 wheel
drive truck with automatic transmis-
sion and A/ C has been purchased. The
Õ86 S10 has been sold. A second small
4 wheel drive, automatic with A/ C is
being sought.

Two new sprayers have been pur-
chased to accommodate the new spray
particulants used. Two old sprayers,
which no longer serve us, are for sale.
In order to better coordinate land/ air
and land/  land spraying and increase
efficiency, four hand held radios have
been purchased. These new additions
will help us tackle the mosquito
swarms if they be so bold as to emerge
this year. 

Our new call center worked well
this year providing a real person with
whom to speak rather than the old an-
swering machine. I t also gives us the
data about where the calls come from
so we can plan ahead and monitor
those areas hoping to prevent out-
breaks.

The newly hired Larval Monitoring
Director, Brian Bauer, has been hard
at work coordinating the survey sites
already listed and looking for new
sites.  I f you know of mosquito breed-
ing areas, you can let him know at
Bauer892@comcast.net.

As we look ahead to an insect free
summer at the Lakes, or at least as few
as possible, the District remains at
work for the comfort of all.

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Finances Ð a Longer View

Although our budget results for
last year (and hopefully this year) are
satisfactory, there are some longer
term trends which cause concerns.
There are two rather straight forward
problems converging which we want to
address:  

1. Increasing costs for invasive
species (milfoil) control.  

2. Decreasing and less reliable gov-
ernment support.

Fi r st , the quest i on  of  costs:
Over the years our team has done a re-
markable job of containing the milfoil
at modest cost.  The early introduction
of hand pulling and watchful volun-
teers has worked wonders when com-
pared to other lakes.  That same spirit
is reflected in our plans to build our
own suction harvester for use this year.
However, we are removing at least ten
fold the milfoil we were pulling only a
few years ago.  Our milfoil removal
costs have nearly doubled in the last
three years.  And, over time we must
be prepared to deal with other invasive
species (zebra mussels and water
chestnuts for example).  Our costs are
considerably less than some other
lakes of comparable or lesser size.
Again, thanks to our active volunteers
for their creativity and energy.  But the
harsh reality is we must expect and
plan for rising costs in coming years.

Second, the quest i on  of  fund-
ing sour ces, par t i cu lar l y gover n -
m en t  sour ces: For most of the past
decade, a State Grant provided a sig-
nificant portion (65 to 75%) of the
funds needed for our milfoil program.
This lessened the burden on the towns
of Leicester and Salisbury and the
LDFLA budget.  The situation changed
dramatically in 2009, when the state
funds were cut in half in spite of in-
creased needs.  We worked though that
difficulty thanks to savings from ear-
lier years.  However, the fact is a key
funding source had just become unreli-
able (for understandable reasons given
the economy of 2009).  We concluded
we need to diversify our sources of
funds and become more self reliant.
That effort began with several new
fund raising activities including the
Silent Auction at the picnic, the Dun-
more Dip ice out contest, and recently,
T-shirt sales.  These are great, fun ac-

tivities and currently yield over $5,000
per year thanks to the volunteers who
manage them.

But more will be needed in future
years if we are to preserve the lakes for
future generations.  Therefore, we are
proposing to establish a fund -- a lakes
preservation fund -- which will live on
in perpetuity with the earnings from
the fund supporting work such as inva-
sive species control or other projects
deemed vital to the lakes and environs.
There are many details to be com-
pleted, but here are a few likely charac-
teristics of such a fund:  

1. Operates as an endowment
fund, with principle being preserved.

2. Earnings use restricted to lake
(and nearby environs) preservation.

3. Professional management of
funds and options for giving.

4. A multi-year fund raising cam-
paign with planned giving options.

I  solicit your ideas, suggestions
and help as we undertake this en-
deavor.  (Eventually I  hope to solicit
your funds too!)  We plan to present
more information on this project at the
Annual Meeting in July.  In the mean-

friend of the Lake. Dr. Ralph Carbo fell
in love with Lake Dunmore in 1939
when he was a junior counselor at
Camp Keewaydin. Maintaining his
Lake connection while practicing oph-
thalmology in the Washington, D.C.
area, he retired to Salisbury in 1976. He
continued to work with the Camp and
the surrounding community until his
fuller retirement in 2004. He brought
his interests, gifts and talents in the
arts, medicine and education to many. 

Dr. Carbo worked with the LDFL
Association as it was formalizing. In the
beginning when programs were being
organized, he served as the first Lake
representative to the Mosquito Control
Board. Looking back to the early days,
former executive secretary / treasurer,
Virginia Wolf, remembers him as a
man of Òdeep heart and sincerity. He
was thorough and dedicated to quiet
volunteerism not known to many.Ó

Dr. Carbo died November 9, 2010
but he is remembered not only by those
who love the Lake but many more.



Thanks to those who played and
promoted this year, our 2nd annual
Ice-Out game was a success. We did
not reach our goal this year, but we did
surpass last yearÕs participation.

Remember, one half the proceeds goes
to the winner and the other half 
directly to our award winning Eura-
sion Milfoil Control Program. 

There were players from 14 differ-
ent states including Vermont. We had
29 players from 13 states outside of
Vermont. With the anticipated later
departure of the ice this year, Lord
Dunmore did not take his place on
BrushÕs point (visible from Route 53
between Branbury State Park and 
Keewaydin) until March 14th. He
stopped the clock at 10:03 AM on April
11. We received over 1800 guesses

from 118 different people. Last year we
had more players (140), but this year
the average number of guesses per
player went up to almost sixteen from
nine last year! Very few people made
only one guess this year. 37 people
took advantage of the 30 guesses for
$25 and 3 played the 60 guesses for
$50. 1523 guesses were too early and
337 were too late.
